Recipe Formulation Seminar

Sunday, January 31 — 4PM @ Homebrew Den

So you've been dropped into a brewing situation with no computer and no
brewing log. You have to make an English Bitter, what do you do? Maybe
it's a bit of Top Chef meets Great American Beer Festival, but it's a standing
challenge for new and seasoned brewers alike: creating your beers. Long -
before software tools were available, brewers were crafting and developing F
their recipes by old-school techniques — a pencil, paper (or sticks and
X stones), basic arithmetic, their palates and some creative inspiration. If you
have found yourself in the situation of wanting to brew something new,
trying to brew a particular style, or trying to clone a particular beer and did-
Nt know where to start, this might be for you.

We'll review some of the basic principles of recipe formulation including the role of base grain,
specialty grains, other adjuncts and fermentable sugars. We'll provide basic tools for hop calcula-

tion and information about yeast contributions to beer styles.

If you want to build your recipe formulation skills or if you just need a refresher course, join us at
HomeBrew Den on Sunday, January 31 at 4PM. If you're so inclined, feel free to bring a beverage
with you for your own consumption.
